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- TASTING NOTE The Bourgogne Passetoutgrain 2012 is deep ruby red in colour. On the
nose, aromas of cherry and blackcurrant come together with smoky notes. It is round and rich
in the mouth. Aromas of red and black fruits pleasantly perfume the palate.
