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Chassagne-Montrachet ler Cru "Morgeot" has a southeast exposure mid-slope. "Morgeot" is a
hamlet of Chassagne-Montrachet. Vines have been planted here since the Abbot of Maizieres
decided to clear and plant the territory of Morgeot in the 15th century. Only a quarter of the
Premier Cru of this appellation are planted with Pinot Noir. The red wines of Morgeot are
balanced and sometimes a little firm in their youth, but patience will be greatly rewarded.

« TASTING NOTE This intense and deep ruby colour is typlcﬂ of the Chassagne-Montrachet
ler Cru « Morgeot » Rouge 2015. On the nose, aromas of blackcurrant, raspberry and
blackcurrant marry perfectly with undergrowth notes.
