Full-bod-
ied, ample and �eshy, it's rich and layered, with 
lively acids and a long, saline �nish. �is is the 
more sensual and suave of these two Corton 
bo�lings.

Bâtard-Montrachet

�e 2020 Bâtard-Montrachet Clos Poirier 
Grand Cru is broad and muscular, opening in 
the glass with aromas of sweet orchard fruits, 
freshly baked bread, lime zest, pastry cream and 
vanilla pod. Full-bodied, ample and layered, its 
broad a�ack segues into a �eshy mid-palate 
framed by lively acids and chalky structuring 
extract. In its full-blown style, this is the best 
Bâtard I've tasted from Latour for some time.

�e 2020 Meursault 1er Cru Château de 
Blagny o�ers up aromas of crisp Anjou pear, 
white �owers, green apple and freshly baked 
bread. Medium to full-bodied, round and rich, 
it's a gourmand, textural white from this 
higher-altitude site.

�e 2020 Meursault 1er Cru Gou�e d'Or 
exhibits aromas of pear, toasted nuts, beeswax 
and apple blossom, followed by a medium to 
full-bodied, ample and enveloping palate with a 
satiny a�ack, lively acids and spice-in�ected 
�nish. It's one of the highlights of the range this 
year.

�e 2020 Corton-Charlemagne Grand Cru 
re�ects all the sunshine of the growing season. 
Full-bodied, rich and glossy, with a sweet core 
of fruit and broad shoulders, its bouquet 
evokes peaches, bu�ery pastry, golden 
orchard fruit, baking spices and vanilla pod. 
�is will appeal to readers who gravitate 
toward richer, more extrovert styles of white 
Burgundy.
