�is opulent red is saturated with cherry, 
blackberry, violet, sandalwood and vanilla 
�avors. Vibrant acidity and dusty tannins 
provide structure, while the long a�ertaste 
picks up a hint of orange peel. 
Best from 2026 through 2039.

Pommard

�is lithe red is laced with cherry, 
raspberry and vanilla �avors. 
Harmonious, with a light dusting of 
tannins on the �nish. Supple and juicy. 
Drink now through 2036.

Nuits-Saint-Georges
2022

Silky and vibrant, this red evokes dark 
cherry, blackberry, black currant and 
violet �avors. An elegant, balanced 
version, with a taut pro�le and mineral 
underpinning. Fine length. Drink now 
through 2038.

Chassagne-Montrachet
2022

Fresh cherry, raspberry, earth and 
underbrush �avors are backed by chalky 
tannins in this lively red. Balanced overall 
and long, this just needs a year or two more. 
Best from 2026 through 2040. 

Clos Vougeot
 Grand Cru

Rich and dense, this red features black 
cherry, blackberry, black pepper, iron and 
oak spice �avors. Turns even �rmer as this 
evolves on the palate before tightening up on 
the gripping �nish. A powerful '22, this will 
need some time to unlock the buried fruit 
and complementing elements.
Best from 2027 through 2046.

Echézeaux
Grand cru

�ere's �ne tension between elegance and 
power in this somewhat expressive yet �rmly 
structured red. Black cherry, black currant, 
violet and mineral notes are the core 
elements, with bracing acidity and a long, 
complex a�ertaste. Shows superb balance 
and sophistication. 
Best from 2028 through 2050.
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Corton Clos du Roi 
Grand cru

Rich and succulent, like biting into a 
crunchy cherry, this red also delivers 
blackberry, violet, stone and earth accents. 
Lithe and well-delineated, �rming up on the 
long, tightly wound �nish. �ough more 
about the minerality and structure in the 
end, this is balanced and full of energy. 
Best from 2028 through 2047.
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
