This gives an overall result

startlingly reminiscent of a fine Côte de Beaune wine.

Of a brilliant ruby color, our Bourgogne rouge "Cuvée Latour" reveals

aromas of red fruits and undergrowth on the nose. The palate is ample with notes of

blackcurrant, sour cherry and liquorice. Nice finish with silky tannins.
