In 1847 Only planted with Pinot Noir, Gevrey-Chambertin was the first
village of the Cote d'Or to combine the village name with that of its best Grand Cru, hence
Gevrey-en-Montagne became Gevrey-Chambertin. Les Cazetiers, recorded as Castiers in 1855, is
located next to the Castle at the top of the hill allowing it to benefit from maximum exposure
to the sun in the early hours of the day. The name Castiers means fortified place.
