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Moulin-3-Vent is one of the 10 individual Cru's in the Beaujolais that constitute the highest
ranking wines of the area due to their complexity and greater potential for ageing The
appellation of Moulin-a-Vent straddles the communes of Romaneéche-Thorins and Chénas, taking
its name from the old windmill in the heart of the vineyards. "Les Michelons" is a single
vineyard chosen by Maison Louis Latour for its ideal southerly exposure and gently inclined
slope. The wine has a remarkably deep richness of bouquet and intense savour requiring some

ageing to reveal its full potential. Of the 10 Crus, it is the one with the most complexity.
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- TASTING NOTE Of a deep ruby colour, our Moulin & vent "Les Michelons" 2017 offers a
complex nose with aromas of undergrowth, violet and plum. On the mouth, this wine has a
beautiful structure.
